CTAC Scrip Savings Program
Purpose: The purpose of the Scrip Savings Program is to provide savings accounts that allow students and their families to use the scrip program to save money to be used for attendance at childrens and youth ministry conferences, retreats, camps, and mission trips. 
Process: When students and families purchase Scrip cards, they can designate the profit for their family by writing their family name on the appropriate line of the Scrip order form. The profit will be recorded in their scrip savings account in Quickbooks. Families may utilize funds that they have saved by request to the trip leader. The trip leader will work in conjunction with the treasurer/finance team to apply the savings to the trip cost. 
Rules and Restrictions: The following rules and restrictions are important to reduce complexity and ensure accuracy, equality, and efficiency.
· All monies earned through the scrip program belong to Cherry Tree Alliance Church. No cash disbursements from the Scrip Savings Program will be made to individuals. 
· Profits earned on scrip purchases that are not specifically designated for a scrip savings account will be applied for general use on the next major youth trip (ie. LIFE or a mission trip).

· Past profits earned on scrip purchases may not be retroactively applied to a savings account. 

· Scrip savings may only be used toward trips that cost $50 or more. 

· Scrip savings may only be used toward trips that are sponsored by or participated in by Cherry Tree Alliance Church and that will be taking place within two years.

· Requests to use Scrip savings money toward a trip must be made at least two weeks prior to the payment due date.

· Money saved in inactive accounts will be applied for general use on the next major youth trip (ie. LIFE or a mission trip). An account is considered inactive if either there is no activity (income or expense) for a six month period or if the account holder is absent from church worship services for six months. 
· Scrip savings may be used to help others pay for trips.
