Fundraising

Fundraising Philosophy:

· Responsibility – We want to do fundraisers that place as much responsibility as possible on the students. After all, they are the trip participants. 
· Profitability – The primary purpose of fundraising is obviously raising money. Therefore, we will seek to do fundraisers that give the greatest opportunity to raise the money needed for LIFE 2010.
· Efficiency – We will seek to do fundraisers that consume as little time and energy as possible. We will only fundraise as much as we need to. 

Two Types of Fundraisers
Individual - Individual fundraisers are optional. There will be a limited number of individual fundraisers. Whatever the participant raises through the individual fundraiser will go directly to the amount he/she owes toward the trip.

Group - Group fundraisers are mandatory. Profit from group fundraisers will be divided equally among those who meet the participation requirements. Those who do not meet the participation requirement will not benefit from the profit.
