The SCRIP program will be one of our key fundraisers for LIFE 2010!

What Is Scrip? 

Scrip is a term that means “substitute money”.  When you purchase scrip, you’re purchasing negotiable gift cards that are used just like cash. You can use scrip cards to purchase everyday expenses like food, clothing, and other essentials, and with every purchase, you earn revenue for LIFE 2010.

How scrip generates revenue for you
The Great Lakes Scrip Center acts on behalf of churches, schools and other non‑profit organizations to purchase large numbers of scrip cards from grocery stores, department stores, and other retailers. Because the scrip is purchased with cash up front, the participating retailers offer a substantial discount. Our church buys the scrip cards from Great Lakes Scrip Center at a discount, and re-sells the cards to families like yours for full face value.  The discount ‑ from two to fifteen percent or more – is our church’s profit for LIFE 2010. When you or a family member purchases scrip cards through our church, that profit goes toward your student’s LIFE 2010 balance. 
Scrip is "shopping cart fundraising”

Scrip is a popular fundraiser because families don’t have to sell anything. Church members produce profit by making regular household purchases they would make anyway. Groceries, clothing, toys, gifts, even gasoline can be purchased with scrip cards. 
SCRIP FAQ’s

How do I purchase Scrip cards? To buy cards we keep in stock, grab a Scrip order sheet from the church information table. Fill it out and then see Joe Floris, Todd Schaefer, or one of the LIFE 2010 committee members. You can also stop in at the church office during the week from 9-5 to purchase cards. If the card you want needs to be ordered, fill out an order form, write a check payable to “Cherry Tree Alliance Church” for the appropriate amount, and place it in the metal “Scrip Orders” drop box outside the office door. Your cards should be available the following Sunday. 
Do I get the full value of the card that I purchase? Yes, you get the full value of each card you purchase. For example, if you purchase a $100 card for Sheetz, you will have the full $100 to spend at Sheetz. At the same time, because Sheetz’s gives back 3%, you will get $3 toward your LIFE 2010 balance. 

How long will it take to get my cards? We keep many common cards in stock. See the other side of this sheet for a list of scrip cards we stock. Many other retailers are also available. A detailed list can be found on the church information table or online at www.glscrip.com. Cards we do not keep in stock take about a week to get. 

How many different retailers participate? Over 600 retailers are involved in the SCRIP program. Some popular local places include Walmart, Sheetz, Eat’n Park, Applebee’s, Sunoco, Giant Eagle, Sears, Get Go, and many, many more. For a complete list of participating retailers, check our a SCRIP list available on the church information table or online at www.glscrip.com 

Do I have to purchase different cards for each retailer? Yes, you must purchase a separate card for each place you plan to shop. For instance, if you want to spend money at Sheetz and at Eat’n Park, you will need to purchase a Sheetz card and an Eat’n Park card.

What amounts or increments are the cards available in? Card increments vary. Some retailers have multiple increments while some only have one. To find out what increments retailers have cards available in, check out a SCRIP program information sheet on the church information table or visit www.glscrip.com.
